For Packet Pick-Up, you must present your confirmation email or passbook and one form of acceptable photo ID. The confirmation number and
passhook will be sent via email in early October. Anyone who registered in the College Program must also bring a valid physical student ID.

If you are picking up a race packet for another person, or someone else is picking up your race packet, a copy of the runner’s confirmation
email and valid photo ID must be presented. If you are picking up a packet for someone registered in the College Program, a copy of the
runner’s valid student ID must be presented as well. Paper documents or smart phone images are both acceptable. Proper D must be shown
to receive a packet. There are no exceptions.

WHAT DO | NEED TO BRING WITH ME TO PICK UP MY RACE PACKET?

For Packet Pick-Up, you must present the confirmation email and one form of acceptable photo ID. Your confirmation email will be sent early
October. Anyone who registered through the College Program must also bring a valid student ID.

No, there will not be Packet Pick-Up on race day. All runners must pick up their packet at the designated Packet Pick-up locations prior to race
day. Please bring a valid ID, confirmation email and valid Student ID if applicable.

WHAT IS THE RACE DAY TANK?

The official race day tank is a Dri-FIT tank (women) and t-shirt (men). Participants are encouraged to wear it on race day.

WHAT DOES MY RACE PACKET INCLUDE?

Your race packet will include your Race Bib, which has your timing tag on the back. Your race bib MUST be worn on race day. You will also
receive an adhesive numbered sticker matching your Race bib number, safety pins, and a clear Gear Check bag. You will need to place your
numbered sticker on the clear Gear Check bag. This numbered clear bag is the only bag you will be allowed to drop at Gear Check and all
contents must be visible through the bag.

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WHERE DO | PARK FOR THE EVENT?

You can purchase wristbands for spectator shuttle round-trip transportation during registration or from the Packet Pick-Up ticket booth (cash
or credit card only), for $20 while supplies last. All passengers must have a wristband to board the spectator cheer shuttles. The spectator

shuttle-loading zone will be located at Geary Ave. between Mason St. & Powell St. Space and wristhands are limited.
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WHAT IS THE DATE FOR THE NIKE WOMEN’S HALF MARATHON?
The race is Sunday, October 18, 2015.

WHAT TIME DOES THE NIKE WOMEN’S HALF MARATHON START?
The race will start at 6:30AM.

CAN WALKERS PARTICIPATE?

Yes, walkers are welcome to participate, however, all participants hold a 15:00 min per mile pace.

WILL THERE BE AN ELITE DIVISION?

The Nike Women’s Half Marathon SF does not provide an early, elite start. In accordance with USATF rules, overall winners will be determined
based on gun time. Therefore, female runners who would like to compete for the top three spots should plan to line up as close to the starting
line as possible.

HOW MANY RUNNERS DO YOU EXPECT TO PARTICIPATE THIS YEAR?
There will be approximately 25,000 participants in the Nike Women's Half Marathon.

WILL BART OPEN EARLY FOR THE NIKE WOMEN’S HALF MARATHON?
No. BART will operate normal business hours, and will not be operating early for the Nike Women’s Half Marathon. Ride shares, taxis, and
carpooling are highly recommended.

The event will need hundreds of volunteers to staff aid stations, packet pick-up and offer
support to the runners at the start and finish. We have found the greatest success with groups of 20 or more volunteers (corporate, non-profit,
philanthropy, etc.) To volunteer at Nike Women San Francisco please contact . Individual volunteer signs ups
will begin after August 15, 2015.

WHO IS PRODUCING THE NIKE WOMEN’S HALF MARATHON SF?
For the twelfth year in SF, NIKE USA, Inc., has once again engaged On Board Experiential Marketing to produce the event. Also in their eleventh
year, Tri California will provide Race Directing services.
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WHAT DO | NEED RACE DAY TO BE ALLOWED TO PARTICIPATE?

To participate in the 2015 Nike Women's Half Marathon SF and to be allowed on course, all runners must be wearing their assigned race bib.
Be sure to complete the emergency contact information on the backside of your bib before racing.

Your bib should be attached to the front of the body on the outer-most garment in order to be visible to all race officials, photographers, and
finish line technicians throughout the race. Runners who do not have a race bib will be escorted off the course and will not be recognized or
rewarded as a participant.

WHAT IF MY RACING BIB AND/OR TIMING CHIP FALLS OFF DURING THE RACE?
If the bib is securely fastened to the front of the runner’s body this is unlikely to occur. In the event a runner makes it to the finish line and is
missing their race bib/timing tag, they should immediately head to the solutions tent to prove their status and be recognized as a finisher.

IS THERE GEAR CHECK FOR PARTICIPANTS?

Yes, there will be gear check for all race participants within the start and finish area.

HOW MANY WATER STATIONS AND PORTO-LETS WILL BE AVAILABLE?
The Nike Women'’s Half Marathon SF course will have 6 aid stations. Porto-lets will be available at all aid stations as well as additional
locations on course.

WHO WILL BE PROVIDING MEDICAL FOR THE NIKE WOMEN’S HALF MARATHON?
UCSF is the official medical partner.

WHAT WILL BE AVAILABLE AT EACH AID STATION?

Water will be provided by Whole Foods Market at each aid station, Nuun Electrolytes (lemon-lime & tri-berry) will be available at aid stations
2-6, Perfect Bar (almond butter & peanut butter flavor) will be available at aid station 3 and Honey Stinger Gels (Fruit Smoothie & Vanilla) will
be available at aid station 4.

Each runner will need to complete course by the specified time and maintain a 15:00 min/mile pace. Course cutoff times will be available on
on October 5th.

WHAT IF | CANNOT COMPLETE THE COURSE BEFORE IT CLOSES?

Per police and permit requirements, any individual falling off the runner timeline will be asked to board a trailing van or continue on a modified
course to ensure timely event completion.

IS THERE A LOST AND FOUND?

Yes, any items found at Early Packet Pick-Up will be kept onsite through the weekend and then moved to the Westin Production Office. Any
items found at Packet Pick-Up will be kept in the respective area for one day and then moved to the Westin Production Office. [tems found on
race day will be kept at the Info/Solutions/Lost and Found tent in the post-race celebration area.
